History of Institution
The College of Tourism and Hotel Management was founded in 1987 and is registered at the Cyprus Ministry of Education and Culture as a private establishment of Higher Education.  It is now firmly established as one of the leading centers of higher education in Cyprus.

The College started by offering courses in travel and tourism in order to satisfy the pressing needs of an expanding local travel industry.  It now offers a variety of study programs, each of which stimulates and rewards its participants by providing knowledge and developing the skills necessary in today’s rapidly changing society.

Due to the high demand, a new Campus was built and offers state of the art facilities and services proper to an international college.

Institution mission and objectives

The mission of the College of Tourism and Hotel Management is to provide a full educational experience to students, creating an environment in which students will develop intellectually and personally.  Such an educational experience includes world-class instruction that will prepare students for the challenges that they will face in the world and open up opportunities for personal and professional growth and development.  The priority of the College is to enable and encourage individuals to achieve their full potential and to accomplish academic excellence through a flexible and innovative curriculum.  The College’s major academic specialization is in courses of study in Tourism and Hospitality Management.
The main objectives of the College are to offer innovative academic programs of high quality, in response to the needs of today’s rapidly changing society; to prepare its graduates either to eventually assume positions of responsibility in the local or international tourism, travel and hospitality industries and international business, or to continue their studies for a higher degree.  

An additional objective of the College is to help its students develop a sense of belonging to an educational institution of quality that is concerned about their welfare and meets their academic, professional, social and other needs.

The institution 
The College of Tourism and Hotel Management’s new purpose-built campus is situated in the capital of Cyprus, Nicosia.  It includes its own grounds that stretch to an area of 22,000 square meters.  The campus offers the Teaching and Administrative buildings, ample car parking, open-air sports grounds and landscaped areas.  Apart from the thirteen fully air-conditioned lecture rooms, the College boasts a specialized library with over 10,000 items including periodicals, books and audio visual aids on tourism, hospitality operations as well as Business, Management and Information Technology.  

There are three computer labs, which are dedicated to teaching and can be used by students.  The College also has a training kitchen that is fully equipped and is used by first year hospitality students to familiarize themselves with food preparation and cooking processes.  

The College’s facilities include a medical room with a visiting doctor, a prayer room and a copy center for all stationery and copying needs. 
Registration and Accreditation Status

The College of Tourism and Hotel Management is operating first and second cycle degrees according to the structure of the Educational System in Cyprus. First cycle degrees last for four years and lead to a Bachelor degree and second cycle degrees last between one and two years and lead to a Master qualification. In addition to the above the College of Tourism and Hotel Management also offers two or three year academic programs that lead to a Diploma or a Higher Diploma qualification respectively.
The College is authorized by the Ministry of Education and Culture to offer the following full time programs of study:

· Business Studies concentrating on Shipping and Logistics or Management Information Systems, or International Business Studies, (4 years, plus an optional foundation year, Bachelor of Arts) – Registered

· Events Management, (4 years, plus an optional foundation year, Bachelor of Arts) – Registered

· Leisure Management, (4 years, plus an optional foundation year, Bachelor of Arts) – Registered

· Tourism Management, (4 years, plus an optional foundation year, Bachelor of Arts) – Registered 

· Accounting and Finance, (4 years, plus an optional foundation year, Bachelor of Arts) – Registered

· Management Studies, (1 year, Postgraduate Diploma) – Registered

· Business Administration, (1 year, Postgraduate Diploma) – Candidate for Accreditation

· Business Administration (18 months, Master in Business Administration)

· Leisure and Tourism Management (1 year, Master of Arts)  - Registered
